Are you in favor of the 32% tuition increase for students?  Are you willing to make a public statement against the fee increase?


How much of the 32% tuition increase will be spent on instruction?  How much will be spent at UCSC?


Why is there no budget forum for undergraduate or graduate students?  Are you unwilling to face questions from an assembly of students? 


Separate forums based on occupation are divisive.  Are you willing to answer questions from a General Assembly of the UCSC community?  Will you commit to doing this before next week’s Regents meeting?


The cuts for workers at several other UC campuses are less severe than at UCSC.  Why are UCSC workers being hit so hard?


We know that significant decisions are being made about the reorganization of the UCSC libraries and the Ethnic and Queer Resource Centers.  Why is this reorganization happening in secret?  Why is the UCSC community not included in this process?
