Anemones: 3 main spp all anthoplura

1. eligantisama – ¼ sized white aggregate- decorate w/shells

2. sola- peach colored- rays on oral disc

3. xanthagramatica- large green

Baranacles:

1. Thamalus -  oval- overlapping plates
2. balanus -  diamond shaped plates sink in
3. tetrachitra-  larger pink
4. polupes calimerus – goose-necked barnacles

1. tegula brunea -  larger tegula more conical green shell found lower mid

2. lottia gigantea – secretes mucous providing fertilizer for microalgae

3. lottia scabra -  limpet with scalloped edge
